EQUISTRIAN EDUCATION AWARD:  MONEY

Training Level and above divisions:  A $100.00 scholarship will be awarded for the highest 

 score using the education rubric.  A scholarships will be awarded in each of the following age 
groups:  Youth (18 and under) and amateur/open (19 and older).  Requirements: Test 

Improvement, Volunteer Time, Essay and Equestrian Education Reviews.  (Rubric is located 
on the CADS website.)
RECOGNIZED SHOW AWARD:  PRIZE
Award is based on the highest AVERAGE score at a single level, all levels, all divisions.  Requirement:  Minimum of five (5) test fronts from three (3) different judges are required.  Test fronts must be submitted for USDF/USEF/FEI recognized shows only.
VOLUNTEER AWARDS:  FREE MEMBERSHIP
The member with the highest number of volunteer hours will be awarded a free membership for the 2013 show year.

A second membership will be selected from the remaining members that acquired their six (6) hours of volunteer time.  You must sign in and out at each show in order to receive credit for hours worked at shows.

ADULT AMATEUR OWNER-TRAINER AWARD:  TROPHY

 SPONSERED  BY JEANNE FASHEMPOUR AND LEDGE HOLLOWSTABLES 

This trophy is to be presented to the adult amateur who is primarily responsible for the training and is the primary rider of their horse for any level at which they are competing.  This trophy will be presented to the rider who has attained the highest average score of at least two shows, schooling or recognized.  The rider must have competed in at least one CADS show for the year (though that score does not have to be the one of the scores submitted.)  This trophy will be inscribed with the date and their name.  Test fronts should be submitted no later than Oct. 15.  Mail to Jeanne Fashempour, 1000 Ledge Rd., Medina OH  44256.

HIGH POINT ARAB / ARAB CROSS  AWARD:  REVOLVING TROPHY

SPONSERED BY HALLE CLAUSE.
This trophy is to be presented to the rider of an Arab or Arab Cross who has attained the highest average score of  four (4) scores under four (4) different judges at either a CADS schooling show or a recognized show.  Test fronts should be submitted no later that Oct. 6, 2012.  Mail to Denise Schmidle, 489 S. Smyser Rd.  Wooster, OH  44691.  Trophy needs to be returned to by the last show of the following season in same condition received.

CADS END OF THE YEAR AWARDS INFORMATION
Test fronts must be post marked no later than Oct. 6, 2012.  It must be clearly marked as to which award you are submitting for.  No exceptions.

QUALIFICATIONS:

1. Rider must be a CADS member in good standing.

2. Rider/member must complete one of the following:  attend one (1) general membership meeting, hold an office, chair a committee, or obtain at least one door prize donation for the awards banquet.

3. CADS member must volunteer a minimum of six (6) hours during the award year.  Time slots should be worked in a minimum of 1-hour increments.  In order to qualify, hours must be worked by the member, family or friends and donated to the CADS member.

4. CADS members may show more than one horse, each horse having its own set of scores.

HORSE OF THE YEAR – YOUNG RIDER. AMATUER, AND  OPEN

Awards for both divisions are based on the highest AVERAGE score at a single level – Training Level or above.

Requirements:  Minimum of five (5) tests (3 tests required from CADS Schooling Shows) and three (3) different, at least L-Card carrying recognized USDF/USEF judges are required.  The same horse/rider combination may only win this honor twice.  After the second title, the combination will be “retired to the Hall of Fame.”

CHAMPION AND RESERVE CHAMPION, THIRD, FOURTH AND FIFTH PLACE – 

YOUNG RIDER, ADULT, AND OPEN DIVISIONS:  PLAQUES

Awards based on the highest AVERAGE score from CADS Schooling Shows at all levels.  Five (5) tests from at least three (3) different judges.

VINTAGE RIDER AWARD: PLAQUE

Award based on the highest AVERAGE score at any level on any horse.

Requirements:  Rider must be a minimum of 50 years  of age.  Minimum of five (5) tests-Three ( 3) must be from CADS Schooling Shows and two (2) different judges at any level.  Any USDF/USEF recognized shows also apply.

      CADS SCHOOLING SHOW RULES – 2012
1.  USDF / USEF rules will be followed at these     

    competitions.

2.  Entries must be post marked on or after the opening date 
     and no later than the closing date of each show.  A $7.00
     office fee will be charged per entry.      

3. Full payment, completed entry form – printed clearly with 
    the signature of the rider and owner,  are required with
    each entry.  

    Please make checks payable to CADS and mail to 
    Denise Schmidle, 489 S. Smyser R. Wooster, OH  44691

4. CADS reserves the right to limit entries, to add, combine 
    or cancel classes, and to make any changes required by the 
    circumstance of the show, including show start times and 
    number of horses per rider. 

5.  CADS members will be given first consideration in filling 
    classed provided entries are received in accordance with 
    the rules.

6. Scratches and Refunds:  The Show Manager should be 
    notified immediately if you cannot attend a show so that 
   the people on the waiting list may be contacted.  CADS 
   members will be given first consideration for any open 
   classes.  A credit voucher will be issued upon  the 
   presentation of a physician or vet slip to the show manager 
   within three (3) days after the show.  The credit voucher 
   must be submitted with the form for the next show.  

     No other records will be kept.

7.  Each rider will be allowed two (2) dressage tests per 
     show, three (3) if space allows.

8.  Ride Times will be posted on the website   

     www.cadsdressage.org the Wednesday before the show.  
     You may also call Denise Schmidle @   330-263-4323.
9.  Divisions:  All classes will be divided into Young Rider, Adult 
     Amateur and Open. Must be indicated on the entry form.  
     Six (6) ribbons will be awarded per class.
10. Attire:  Formal attire and braiding are not required.  However, 
     care should  be given to presenting a neat appearance to the 
     judge.  Riding breeches and boots (jodhpurs and paddock boots 
    for young riders) are also to be worn.  A plain collared shirt 
    must be worn, coats are not required.  
    ASTM/SEI APPROVED HELMETS MUST BE WORN AT
    ALL TIMES WHILE MOUNTED.
11. Numbers.  There is no charge for numbers, however, you will 
     be billed $2.00 for each number not returned to the show office.

12. Tack Inspections:  CADS regulations correspond to the 
     dressage regulations set forth in the USDF rule book.  
     Knowledge of and compliance with these rules is the 
     responsibility of the  competitors and test reader.  Elimination 
    will result for any violations.

13. Schooling will be allowed in the show arenas for up to a ½ 
     hour prior to the start of the show and during the lunch break.  
     Lunging is not permitted in the show arena.

14.  Substitutions:  if for some reason, a substitute rider is needed 
     during a show, the judge’s permission is required.  The Show
     Manager must  be informed and the substitute rider can only 
     ride “hors concours.”  
     (These scores do not count toward class ribbons or year-end     

      awards.
