Hello Everyone,
CADS had another very productive meeting on Feb.4 at Kildare Riding Academy. The complete minutes of that meeting will be posted on the website soon. New revision to the by-laws was read to members in attendance. The completed by-laws are now posted on the website.
The club is almost completed the requirements for the missing non-profit paperwork. Hats off to Cheryl Drew for all her hard work to get this completed. She is checking to see if the fee that goes with paperwork can be paid on installments.
Memberships are due at this time. Membership forms can be found on the website and sent to Katherine Schmidle.A primary membership is $32.00 and supporting is $20.00.This amount will be increased for 2013.We will discuss how much the raise the membership fee at the July meeting.
CADS have cut a lot of costs this year. We have cancelled the ride-a-test, and championship show. We are also using a lower costing ribbon for the shows.
Class sponsorships are new this year. Class sponsorship forms can be found on the website. It is broken down into 3 types. A single class sponsorship is $25.00 each. A division sponsorship is $75.00 and a show sponsorship is $200.00.Every member needs to try to bring in 2-3 sponsorships to help make our shows more profitable. It is possible to link our website to a business website if they purchase a division ($75.00) or show ($200.00) sponsorship.
Volunteering time is going to be accounted for a little differently this year. We are going to be using CADS CASH. What is CADS CASH? Each time a member volunteers an hour of time at the horse show, they will receive a piece of paper that resembles money. This is CADS CASH.
CADS CASH can be earned by: 1 hour of volunteering time=$1 cads cash. Attending a meeting=$1.Serving on a CADS committee=$1 and being a CADS officer=$3.
CADS CASH can be earned all summer long by performing volunteering jobs at the schooling shows. Volunteering jobs are scribing, ring set-up/tear-down, runner, tabulator, and ring stewards.
What do you do with CADS CASH?? Members must collect 6 cads cash to turn in with their test fronts for yearend awards. These must be attached to the test fronts for the entry to complete.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Members that have over the 6 cads cash can use it like money. Cads cash be used for entry fees, refreshments at the horse show or turn in 5 toward next year’s membership.
CADS CASH can be shared between members but if lost, THEY WON’T BE REPLACED. The show manager will not reissue cads cash if lost, miss-placed or distroyed.Infomation about the cads cash can be found on the website.
